The field of “health promotion” in Toronto is a social terrain which illuminates the violence of “Canadian multiculturalism” yet the limits of governing power. Miglena Todorova charts that terrain utilizing data from a recent community-based study identifying the social and cultural factors that prevent members of marginalized groups from achieving a state of optimum well-being and healthy lifestyle in the city of Toronto. The study is based on 70 focus groups with over 800 participants, among them members of racial minorities, newcomer women, homeless and immigrant youth, members of the LGBTQ community, persons living with disability, low-income individuals and precariously (un)employed. 
Todorova will provide information on how to access the study’s database of primary sources, which may be of interest to graduate students/researchers working in the areas of social equity, social determinants of health, racial formations, public policy, urban social work and community services. 
** Miglena Todorova is a lecturer in the Department of Sociology and Equity Studies in Education, OISE. She is also the lead researcher of the community consultations held by Intohealth-Healthy Communities Partnership in Toronto between October 2010 and January 2011.
