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LESSON PLAN CHECKLIST
The Master of Teaching program expects that all Teacher Candidates are completing lesson plans for the lessons they are responsible for teaching. WHY?    In order for Teacher Candidates to develop a “habit of mind” as they design and plan lessons for their students, TCs must regularly engage in lesson planning.  Having a well-developed lesson plan also demonstrates to an Associate Teacher the careful and thoughtful process behind planning an effective lesson.  Writing detailed lesson plans is an important stage on the developmental continuum of learning to teach.
This checklist was developed in consultation with OISE’s Associate Teacher Advisory Committee.  It is an assessment tool that can be used by Teacher Candidates, Associate Teachers and/or Faculty Advisors. The second page of this form highlights a variety of lesson plan and design elements that may be considered in the on-going development of this important “habit of mind”.

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Enduring Understanding:  Does the lesson connect to a bigger idea/understanding that the TC wants the students to take away with them?


Enduring Understandings are the "big ideas" or key principles that we want students to remember. 


Enduring understandings provide the purpose for learning and connect to the moral and ethical understandings of individuals, the community and the world.  Enduring Understandings stem from the Ontario Curriculum Expectations which evolve into 'big ideas' or key principles that we want students to remember.











Learning Goals and Success Criteria:  Rewriting the expectations in student friendly language that they can understand and articulate. 3-part lesson plan:


1. Minds On - What prior knowledge do my students need in order to relate to and be successful with the content of the lesson? What strategies can I use to activate students’ prior knowledge? 


2. Action:  This section of the lesson describes how students will explore and investigate a new concept (constructivist approach). This is a time when students can communicate, discuss, support each other, construct new knowledge, develop concepts, and use higher order thinking skills. This is a time when teachers can interact with students, differentiate instruction to meet all student needs, identify and challenge student misconceptions and assess for learning. 


3. Consolidate/debrief:  This section of the lesson is a time to highlight the big idea(s), identify common errors, assess FOR learning for next steps, assess AS learning, and have the students reflect on learning (meta-cognition).












































Critical Consciousness:  What critical consciousness points do I want to raise? Critical consciousness focuses on achieving an in-depth understanding of the world, allowing for the perception and exposure of social and political contradictions. Critical consciousness also includes taking action against the oppressive elements in one's life that are illuminated by that understanding.











Connecting with Students:  What do I know about my students’ lives and how can I connect their lives to this topic? Which current event (Local, National, and International) might spark interest in the Enduring Understanding(s)/ Big Idea(s)? What popular media might I use to introduce and enhance student understanding?








 Accountable Talk:  Does the lesson give students the opportunity to speak to one another and


BUILD upon each-other's ideas in relevant ways?  This should be included in the lesson plan

Rich Task:  This is a component of Differentiated Instruction.  A rich task (also known as an "open�task") can be accessed by all students, despite different entry points.   An open-routed task will�elicit a range of strategies. Since there are multiple entry points to engage in this task, it supports a� range of abilities by allowing students to access the same task using their own background�knowledge/experiences/skills.
