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Immiscible

separate layers.
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Heterogeneous Mixture

A mixture of different substances
that remains physically and visibly
separate.
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Emulsion
A mixture of immiscible liquids.
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Lecithin (phosphatidylcholine)

A substance found in egg yolk that
mixes with both water and fatty
substances.
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Emulsifier
A substance that makes two
immiscible liquids combine.
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
